6. The Weimar republic became a young democratic country

1. Councils took control in most town and cities.
2. Ebert declared a new republic in berlin.

2. Wanted to overthrow the Weimar republic and take over germany
3. Wanted to demobilize two Freikorp brigades
4. The workers came out on strike, bringing the city to a standstill

5. Kapp was arrested

GUSTAV STRESEMAN

1. was the German foreign mister.

2. Combined stability on the domestic front with success abroad

3. Germany signs the Locarno treaty in 1925.

4. Joined the ANO

5. Germany reintegrated in the family of European powers

6. Britain and France agree to withdraw their troops from Rhineland, five years ahead of schedule

HITLER BECOMES CHANCELLOR

1. 1930 Nazi party became popular within voters, and was very successful 

2. got 92% votes in the election

3. they dealt ruthlessly with their opponents

4. 30th January 1933. Hitler is appointed as Chancellor

5. Hitler’s intentions were to take power by any democratic method he could use. 
Nazi leaders

1.Hitler was the chancellor and the main Nazi leader

2. Joseph Goebbels was Reich Minister of Propaganda between 1933-1945. He had control over all branches of media and art, his aim was to mobilize Germans behind Hitler and his government.

3. Herman Goring was appointed head of the SA in 1922. 1927 rejoined the Nazi party and was elected to the Reichstag in 1928.

4.Heinrich Himmler: 1929. Becomes Hitlers bodyguard, he set up death camps in which millions of people were exterminated

5. Reinhard Heydrich was Himmler’s subordinate. Looked like an ideal Arian, but kept secret his Jewish ancestors. Later on was one of the Nazis involved in organizing the final solution.

NAZISM AND THE FAMILY

1. The Nazi regime was heard and followed in every German home.
2. The women in the family had to stay at home, and had no freedom
3. Nazi regime brought struggles into the family, because small shops and small business were shut down
