The Weimar Republic:
· Democracy
· Ebert
· Treaty of versailes
· The Spatacist revolt ( A group of communist tried to take power over Berlin.)
· A big loan from Americans.
The Spartacist Revolt:
· Several workers spontaneously seized the editorial office of a newspaper in the Kochstraße in Berlin and erected barricades on the streets
· The leaders of the USPD and the KPD soon decided to support the actions of the workers.
· On the same day, Ebert ordered the Freikorps to attack the workers.
The Treaty of Locarno:
· Signed by Streesman
· Helped to restore Germany
·  France and Britain treated Germany as an equal
· Britain and Italy guaranted the treaty.
The Freikorps
· German volunteer military or paramilitary units.
· German lands from the middle of the 18th century onwards.
· The army and Freikorps ( nationalist militias ) quelled the Spartacist uprising by force.
· Freikorps eaders symbolically gave their old battle flags to Hitler's SA and SS on November 9, 1933 in a huge ceremony.
The Kapp Putsch
· The Kapp Putsch took place in Weimar Germanyin March 1920.
·  Wolfgang Kapp was a right-wing journalist who opposed all that he believed Friedrich Ebert stood for especially after what he believed was the humiliation of the The treaty of Versailles.
· The Kapp Putsch was a direct threat to Weimar’s new government.
· Kapp was assisted by General Luttwitz who lead a group of Freikorps men. On March 13th, 1920, Luttwitz seized Berlin and proclaimed that a new right of centre nationalist government was being established with Kapp as chancellor.
· Undermining his status and to some emphasising his weak position within Germany
Ebert
· Friedrich Ebert was born in Heidelburg in February 1871 and died in February 1925.
· Ebert was Weimar Germany first president and was instrumental in introducing Weimar's consitution which was to play an important part in the downfall of the Weimar Republic.
· Ebert had a relatively humble beginning as he worked as a saddler before becoming a journalist.
· Ebert got involved with trade unionism and as a natural progression, moved to politics.
· Ebert became a member of the Social Democratic Party (SDP), becoming its secretary-general in 1905.
· He was elected to the Reichstag in 1912 and became the leader of the Social Democratic Party in 1913.
